1. When assigned, participates in pre-design conference, and develops criteria packages for in-house Host Nation/ (FIP) projects, architectural design drawings and specifications.  Participates in the US and GOJ funded construction project’s on-board review meetings to insure that all US and GOJ standards and codes, including those on Americans with Disabilities Act(ADA), safety and environmental; and significant customer requirements are included/considered in the design documents.  Performs bid ability, constructability, operability and environmental (BCOE) review of the project documents (plans and specifications), to ensure that the design is complete, accurate and practical to preclude unnecessary interpretations and avoid controversy, prior to solicitation of bids and contract award.  Reviews are conducted in collaboration with the various disciplines at the project offices and the elements at the headquarters.  Provides technical input for amendments to solicitation packages as appropriate. 
2. Serves as Construction Branch’s major point of contact and expert on architectural-engineer issues, responsible for providing resolution or guidance on complex problems to the field office supervisory engineers and quality assurance personnel.  Periodically conducts Quality Assurance construction site surveillance and investigations to assist the field offices in the interpretation of the contract documents’ (plans and specifications) requirements and the intent of the design provisions.  Checks on the construction work progress and assists the field offices in the coordination with the contractor, the GOJ, the US customers, and the manufacturer, within authority delegated by the Chief, QA Section.  Reviews shop drawings, working drawing, material and product standards, material samples, catalog cuts, descriptive literature, test reports, etc., and provides the recommendations for approval or disapproval.  Provides advice to the QA representatives and recommendations to the area/resident or project engineers with regard to the policy/procedural concerns on work quality.  Assures that the construction is being performed in accordance with good environmental and safety practices and regulatory requirements.
3. Conducts annual construction management evaluation (CME) visits to each area/resident/project office to review the quality of the architectural design and construction, and to ensure compliance with the construction quality management regulatory requirements and policies.  Determines whether the field office’s QA inspection of the architectural construction installations and testing of materials are adequate.  Provides advice and recommendation to the field office supervisor regarding the need to establish new, and/or revise existing field procedures, guides and methods for inspection, field testing, etc.  Periodically provides oral and written advice and recommendations to the job-site QA personnel on the features of work which require more attention, focus and inspection, in an effort to preclude repetitive deficiencies.

4. During the surveillance of project sites, identifies and recommends changes in contract requirements when field conditions preclude installations to be accomplished in accordance with the design.  During the negotiation and execution of the change order, conducts QA assistance visits to the construction sites to provide the field office further support/guidance in their subsequent coordination with the Customer, the Contractor, and/or the DFB.  Reviews information from field office’s reports and provides special assistance during execution of the work activities, to help maintain appropriate control over various phases of the projects.

5. Develops and conducts on-the-job training in construction, inspection and field testing methods and procedures, for the field offices.  Utilizes a thorough knowledge of the incumbent architectural engineering experiences, the contract documents, lessons learned solutions, commonly accepted construction trade practices, and office operations related to construction activities.
Performs other duties as assigned.
