For Master Labor Contract (MLC) Veterinarian i

Animal Care (80%):

Provides comprehensive medical, surgical, and dental care to government-owned animals and
animals owned by individuals authorized medical treatment in DoD facilities. Comprehensive
medical care includes, but is not limited to , complete physical examinations, vaccinations,
clinical sampling and testing, diagnosis, client education, prescribing medication and/or
treatment, and proper follow-up care. Performs and interprets clinical laboratory testing, body
imaging, and vitals monitoring on healthy, diseased , or injured animals, Conducts surgical
procedures including(but net limited to) ovariohysterectomies, neuters, orthopedic, and soft
tissue procedures. Conducts dental evaluations, exiractions, cleanings, and root canals. Ensures
that patients undergoing surgical, dental, or certain diagnostic procedures are properly
anesthetized and that vital signs are appropriately monitored. Conducts physical examinations
prior to issuance of health certificates and releases of quarantined animals. Performs humane
euthanasia and/or necropsies on animals as necessary. Maintains proper and legible animal
health records, controlled drug records, and prepares reports as necessary. Informs the
supervising VCO of the diagnosis of any zoonotic diseases. Provides medical care for stray
animals as necessary to relieve suffering. Provides medical care for boarding animals and
guidance for kennel personnel. Ensures the cleaning, sterilization, and calibration of medical
instruments and equipment. Ensures that clinical samples are properly prepared and shipped.
Provides input for ordering of pharmaceuticals, hospital supplies, and medical equipment.
Accounts for controlled drugs, vaccines, medication, and hospital supplies.

The MLC Veterinarian may be required to travel to and perform veterinary duties at other US
Army veterinary clinics in Japan for several days at a time, as mission requires.

Non-clinical Duties (20%):

Assists the supervising VCO in his/her role as a liaison between the Misawa Branch Veterinary
Service and the Government of Japan (GOJ) and Japanese veterinarians for numerous human and
animal health issues, food and animal import, and quarantine issues.

QUALIFICATIONS:

Required to be highly skilled communicator and must have an acute awareness of both

Japanese and US (western) culture and customs. Applicant must be a graduate of a veterinary
medical school and prefer one or more years of clinical experience. Must have a good command
of the English language, both oral and written (LA-Degree 4). Must maintain appropriate
liability insurance. Must provide a copy of the veterinary school diploma and Japanese
veterinary license, registration, or certification as applicable.
