職務内容/Duties:

Works under the supervision of the ATO Kure’s chief who establishes basic work requirement, assigns special tasks, and provides guidance, policies, and procedures to be followed.  Works on own initiative, and reports all unusual and difficult matters to the supervisor, and assists in resolving the same.  Administers and supervises six(6) crew members assigned to ATO Kure to accomplish watercraft missions successfully.

1. Performs ATO Kure watercrafts operations:

a. Receives watercraft movement requests from authorized activities.

b. Approves or disapproves each request, merges some requirements if necessary, dispatches watercraft, and documents watercraft movements.

c. Issues instructions to the crew members.  Coordinates and monitors movements of all cargo categories(ammunition, general cargo, vehicular freight), and passengers.  Coordinate movements with requiring activities, report cargo movements to consignees.

d. Coordinates watercraft deficiencies with crew, and performs periodic inspection of watercrafts to ensure operator’s preventive maintenance is being performed and deficiencies reported.

e. Ensures watercraft safety equipment is on hand, and used by crew, and is available to passengers, when required.  Monitor watercraft operations to ensure passengers and cargo are transported IAW with standard safety procedures and applicable Japanese laws.

f. Prepares, maintains, and reports operational data of watercraft operations, i.e., operating hours, standing hours, downtime hours, fuel amount.

g. Prepares and maintains the Prescribed Load List(PLLs) and list of authorized stock, and submit requisitions for items needed to maintain or replenish stocks , or for special requirements.

h. Maintains the log books of assigned watercrafts.

i. Arranges for oil analysis, and submits the Army Oil Analysis Reports on assigned watercraft.

j. Schedules watercraft equipment for calibration and forward equipment to calibrating activity.

k. Inventories, documents, receives, and turns in HAZMAT.

l. Conducts hand receipt inventories for watercraft equipment, pontoons, and gangplanks.

m. Interprets for supervisor, and translates instructions, technical manuals, and regulations into Japanese for mariners when required.

2. Conducts the on condition cyclic maintenance(OCCM) work and emergency maintenance work for watercrafts and marine equipments assigned to ATO Kure.  Work will be performed in the following sequence and scope:

a. Schedules maintenance services for watercraft and marine equipments  assigned to ATO Kure according to AR 750-1 for forthcoming 5 years.  Develops cost estimates for contract and government furnished material(GFM) for each watercraft and equipment.  Provides the cost estimates to the USARJ Deputy Chief of Staff for Resource Management Program, Budget & Analysis Division Team for funding action.  Reviews the schedules and contract cost at the end of each fiscal year and keeps them up to date.

b. Submits Maintenance Request, DA Form 2407, for OCCM or emergency maintenance to the Maintenance Support Branch, Maintenance Division, DOL, when the scheduled maintenance date is nearing or any emergency repair is required.

c. Conducts an initial on-site survey of the watercraft or the marine equipment to collect the data for repair or replacements, in addition to a routine and standard maintenance service and GFM requirements.

d. Determines the scope and the extent of work on his/her own judgment within programmed funding and availability of GFM; and prepares the work specifications based on TB 55-1900-201-45/1, TB 55-1900-202-12-2, Code of Federal Regulations (USA Coast Guard Regulation), Japanese Industrial Standards (JIS), Military specifications and Standard, Federal Specifications, Manufacturer’s specifications and other pertinent local rules and regulations; makes drawing as required.

e. When a cost estimate exceeds the figures stipulated in the Maintenance Expenditure Limitation (MEL) TB 43-0002-26, prepares a survey report using FDA Form 2404(Equipment Inspection and Maintenance Works Sheet) and DA Form 3590(Request for Disposition or Waiver) in accordance with DA PAM 738-750, for forwarding to U.S. Army Tank-Automotive  and Armaments Command(TACOM) for waiver.

f. Determines parts required, prepares the list of government furnished material, prepares a requisition on DA Form 2404 and forwards to the Maintenance  Support Branch, Maintenance Division.

g. Prepares cost estimates, itemized according to the work specifications based on current business trend and local market prices for material, and Purchased Request Commitment, DA Form 3593(PR & C); and complies a work package which is comprised of (1) Basic Work Specification, (2) Government Furnished Material List, (3) Cost Estimate, and (4) PR & C.  Forwards a work package to the U.S. Navy Ship Repair Facility, Yokosuka which is a sole Government Owned and Government Operated ship repair facility in Japan.  The package should be forwarded before initiating any contractual action in accordance with “Buy American Act” and DoD Foreign Acquisition Regulation.  Any work which shall be accomplished at and around Hiroshima district will be usually rejected by the U.S. Navy Ship Repair Facility, Yokosuka with a negative memorandum.

h. Forwards the work package with the negative memorandum to the Regional Contracting Department, U.S. Navy Fleet and Industry Supply Center(FISC) Yokosuka and coordinates with the contracting officer pertaining to the dates for work commencement, work completion, ship’s availability and contractors’ orientation; and advises the contracting officer as to the cost estimate and technical matters for negotiation.

i. Conducts ship’s orientation on board the subject vessel for contractors, and explains the details of the work involved, procedure, method, extent, scope and material specifications to aid the contractors in preparing cost estimates and quotations for competitive bidding.

j. Performs primary inspections of hull, machineries, electrical equipment and other equipments after the vessel has been dry-docked.

k. Determine what is and is not required his own judgment, and makes modifications or supplemental work specifications, necessary drawings, cost estimates for additional work based on the primary inspection, and compiles a work package including the Purchase Request and Commitment and forwards it to the Contracting Officer, U.S. Navy FISC,Yokosuka for contract modification.

l. Conducts in-process and acceptance inspections of the contractor’s work performance on the subject watercraft or marine equipment to meet every aspect of the work specifications, to meet the highest level of commercial shipbuilding workmanship, practices and quality specified by the U.S. Military and Federal standards and specifications.

m. Keeps the Report of Drydocking, Painting and Condition of Vessel Bottom, DA Form 5587-R.

3.  Supervises six(6) mariners assigned to ATO Kure.

a. Schedules and controls the mariner’s annual leave and overtime work.

b. Records personnel data and submits ”Mariner’s Personnel Time and Attendance Record” and “MC Payroll certification”.

4.  Conducts assigned job as an ECO of ATO Kure.
